
EBSCO Database Hopping from Elementary/Primary School Databases to 
Others 

It is incredibly easy to “hop” between databases in EBSCO. The “Search Other Databases”              
option was available in every database researchers examined - including in primary school             
(Elementary and Middle School). 

Screenshot below is from EBSCO Explora Elementary School databases.  

If a term is entered in the search yielding “no results were found”, one simply clicks “Search                 
Other Databases” to access several other EBSCO databases ​without having to enter a             
password. 

Example: 

North Carolina 

NCWiseOwl​ > Elementary >Explora enter K12 password (same for all primary and secondary 
schools students)  

Search: ​pornhub​ > no results
